Per Peg’s notes, the
house was formerly the Jonathan Hampton House, ca. 1833, built on
nineteen acres purchased from Enoch Harlan in 1830, with a barn built in
1884 by then owner Albert Walton, later owned by Arthur and Doris Polk,
the later benign a well-known artist that document many local historic
resources in her sketches.

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JONATHAN HAMPTON HOUSE - 1833
Location: One mile south of Ercildoun on the Buck Run Road.

I Jonathan Hampton purchased nineteen acres from Enoch Harlan n
i in 1830 and built his house, described in an 1839 sales
advertisement as a substantially built two story framed, lathed
and plastered inside and out; a good frame barn, cellared under,
log work shop. The buildings are all nearly new. The barn
Tn 1884, while owned by Albert Walton, was burned and rebuilt
the same year.
Yome today of Arthur and Doris Polk, Polk's Country Flower Shop
in Parkesbburg, and Doris doing all but two of the sketches
for all five of the calendars sold by the Fallowfield Historical
Society.
